5. Strategies and teaching methods

General learning outcomes for the EP “Fundamentals of Law and Economics (6th qualification level of the NQF) will be achieved through the following training activities:

1) classroom classes: lectures, seminars, practical classes - are conducted taking into account innovative teaching technologies, using the latest achievements of science, technology and information systems and in an interactive form;

2) extracurricular activities: independent work of a student, including under the guidance of a teacher, individual consultations;

3) conducting educational and professional practices, preparing thesis.

The content of the EP allows students to master the system of subject, interdisciplinary, psychological, pedagogical and methodological knowledge, demonstrate knowledge and understanding in the field of information and communication technologies, pedagogy and psychology, and apply this knowledge and understanding at a professional level.
Lectures, seminars, discussions, workshops, various types of practices throughout the program will provide students with ample opportunities to develop key and special competencies in the EP Fundamentals of Law and Economics, in particular the application of theoretical knowledge on information and communication technologies, taking into account specific social and pedagogical conditions, rational and creative use of pedagogical technologies and information sources in the educational process (multimedia training programs, electronic textbooks, TV, Intranet and Internet technologies).

Leadership of the teaching staff of independent work of students, individual consultations will allow students to develop educational and research skills. In addition, graduate students work on a thesis on a topic of their choice under the personal guidance of a supervisor.
5.1. Tracking achievements and distinguishing features

Throughout the training, students must deepen their knowledge, improve their skills and abilities for each component of the program.
a) Professional training. In the first semester, students will be involved in the higher education system through participation in the formation of academic skills along with a focus on education. This will develop the ability of students to conduct research on their own, critically select educational literature and perform group assignments with others. All students will study the same professional topics every week, drawing on theory and discussing their views on theory and practice. Students will also explore educational research methods (observation techniques, questioning, interviewing, research ethics, and data analysis) and their application to research policy in schools, assess their own practice, and analyze data collected during school practice. In the last year, when students have already acquired a broad professional knowledge, it is recommended that they focus on improving their skills in the professional field. For example, they may be given the opportunity to gain experience in management and leadership or special educational needs.
b) Modern methods of teaching languages. At the beginning of the training, students will be tested in one way or another to determine their language level in all three languages: Kazakh, Russian and English. There is every reason to believe that their linguistic knowledge of the Kazakh and Russian languages ​​will be different, depending on the region of residence and the school where they studied. Therefore, from the first year they will learn that language as part of the additional training module. Subsequently, you need to focus on improving his English. This can be achieved by continuous education for all four years in the study of English, as well as in the study of disciplines in English. Starting with basic vocabulary and grammar, students will improve their English to the ability to apply it at the academic and professional levels in the framework of theoretical study, as well as in the additional language module. This part of the program opens up special opportunities for building competence and confidence in the field of English through additional training.
c) Pedagogical Content Knowledge (PCK) (Pedagogical knowledge and skills (ROM)). Students will become familiar with the basic theories and models used for their specialty education through lectures and workshops, as well as lesson planning, assessment and differentiation. In addition, students will start attending schools from the very beginning, from the first year, and continue this experience at every stage of their studies. Since theory and practice will be inextricably linked through the following activities: explanations of the mentor, study of recommended literature, specific tasks related to work in school, building a model of best practice by the mentor, observations in school, discussion and feedback. Thus, students will go through all stages of learning in practice, in accordance with the model of learning in practice developed by teachers-mentors. 
These stages can be written as follows:
In the first year, students simply study educational and introductory (pedagogical) practice, spending time in schools, observing the work of school teachers and completing tasks given to them.

In the second year, students are involved in psychological and pedagogical practice, helping in teaching small groups of students or individual students as a teacher's assistant, under the guidance of a mentor-practitioner appointed for this purpose.

In their third year of teaching practice, students gradually begin to lead the classroom in a creative way, like an experienced classroom teacher.
In their fourth year, students will continue to develop their professional skills while already working as teachers, as well as conducting research on their professional activities in school, which will allow them to critically assess their own practice. Also, the last, fourth, course involves writing a thesis, in which students will apply the theoretical knowledge of planning and conducting lessons, as well as evaluating the results of their implementation, which they have studied throughout the entire period of study for the bachelor's program.
5.2. Innovation and modernity of the proposed bachelor's program

It is important to note that the goal of this bachelor's program is to improve the practice of training teachers in law and economics. The program places particular emphasis on the following modern innovative approaches, often used in international contexts, to provide quality education in law and economics:

a) CLIL educational technology. Students will practice, from observation, then completing assignments to teaching through CLIL (Content Language Integrated Learning) in English. Understanding will be achieved through theoretical models, building a good lesson model by the mentor, direct observation and feedback, and discussions of lessons with university teachers and school mentors.

In the process of teaching disciplines in English, critical thinking technologies are used. Students are given the opportunity to express their point of view on the topic being studied freely, without fear of making mistakes and being corrected by the teacher.

Combination of individual and group work: individual work will allow each student to update their knowledge and experience; group - to hear other opinions, to express your point of view without the risk of being mistaken. Exchanging views can help generate ideas that are often unexpected and productive; the emergence of interesting questions, the search for answers that will stimulate the study of new material and the development of language competencies.
b) OP is built on:
• the principle of helicity in designing the content of the subject: the educational material is arranged as a whole sequentially and continuously, but not linearly, but in a spiral. At the same time, they repeatedly return at a higher level (level) to the content related to important worldview issues, expanding and enriching it with new knowledge). Concentric structure of the academic subject, in which there is a repeated return to the passed material, but each time at a new, higher level of presentation.
• hierarchy of learning objectives for Bloom's taxonomy;
• pedagogical goal-setting by levels of education and throughout the entire course of study, which allows maximum consideration of intra-subject and inter-subject connections;
c) Teaching based on constructivist teories, using seven modules of the University of Cambridge program in teaching. Constructivist concepts of teaching require that the teacher, centered on the student, organize classes in accordance with tasks that contribute to the development of knowledge, ideas, skills in students.
d) From the moment the student enters the university, his language training will begin with determining his level of language proficiency. Intensive courses as part of the additional education module will help students improve their English proficiency, for example, when taking IELTS, which will increase their opportunities for internships and study abroad.

e) The professional training program will meet all expectations and make students feel their role in the upbringing of schoolchildren, children in general and their role in the future of the people of Kazakhstan. Also, the professional unit serves as a starting point for students, continuing to develop learning skills and providing learning based on school experience. In their final year, students can also specialize in vocational training.
 f) Students will also be taught how to learn on their own. To do this, students themselves will be able to track their ability to teach, this can be realized with the help of such types of training as assistance in teaching freshmen, as well as international and local "field" practices, for example, in production, in the laboratory. Also, in the fourth year, students will be able to replenish their subject knowledge with the latest research and development. Senior students will assist junior students in practical training, and will organize research seminars for all university students.
g) Interdisciplinary integration that is assumed in curricula and plans ("STEM education"). Within the framework of interdisciplinary integration in the EP 6B01460 "Fundamentals of Law and Economics", the disciplines "Entrepreneurial Law", "Fundamentals of Entrepreneurship and Entrepreneurial Thinking" were introduced, which are focused on optimizing student-centered learning and developing students' abilities in the field of legal and economic sciences and developing them entrepreneurial culture. Subject area - interdisciplinary areas of modern socio-humanitarian knowledge at the intersection of philosophy, law, economics.
h) New modern approaches are proposed to assess the student's ability to plan, deliver and evaluate lessons, which is the result of the relationship of research theory, accumulated knowledge and his own practice in school. Fourth year students will conduct research based on their practice in school and write an extended research report (thesis) in English, Russian or Kazakh, which will demonstrate how the student knows and understands new pedagogical methods. A new assessment model is also proposed, which includes reports displaying student achievements and reports from internships.
j) Orientation of the topic of thesis to the problems of modernization of modern school education (share of similar topics, relevance).

Diploma works are focused on the modernization of school education, as they deal with the issues of multilingualism, modern pedagogical technologies. Working on the topic of the thesis, students expand the horizons of the methodology, which will affect the formation of a project-oriented consciousness, which will constantly modernize knowledge, skills and abilities, and freely navigate new situations.
5.3 Professional skills resulting from training in the program

Studying the disciplines of the program, students master a wide range of professional thinking and work skills.

All courses develop the student's intellectual ability to analyze complex concepts, think critically and be able to solve scientific problems. Students learn to express their thoughts clearly, both orally and in writing. The student is expected to become organized and independent in his work. Upon completion of the program, students, future teachers, will develop interpersonal skills, such as the ability to work in a team. These students are expected to continually follow scientific research and pedagogical innovation through their research and knowledge of data analysis. It is expected that the graduates of the program will be literate and able to use digital technologies both for teaching students and for self-study.
6. Monitoring and evaluation of learning outcomes

When preparing bachelors (6th qualification level of the NQF) in the EP "Fundamentals of Law and Economics" provides a wide range of different forms of control and assessment of the expected learning outcomes: informatics, defense of creative and term papers, discussions, trainings, etc.), intermediate certification (testing by sections of the academic discipline, exam, defense of practice reports), final state certification (defense of the thesis, state exam).

Assessment methods are aimed at developing critical thinking, intellectual, written and oral communication, presentation skills.

Evaluation of results is carried out using a system of criteria-based evaluation - the process of correlating the actually achieved learning outcomes with the expected learning outcomes based on the developed criteria. Criteria based assessment is based on the relationship between learning and assessment. The results of criteria-based assessment are used for effective planning and organization of the educational process.

The system of criteria-based assessment includes formative assessment and summative assessment. Formative assessment is carried out continuously, provides feedback between the teacher and the student, and allows timely adjustments to the educational process. Summative assessment is carried out at the end of the sections / cross-cutting topics of the curriculum for a certain educational period.

EP includes educational and pedagogical practice throughout the entire period of study, which will allow students to master practice-oriented knowledge and skills in the subject area, planning and organizing educational and pedagogical activities, teaching methods of informatics and the use of innovative learning technologies in the educational process, as well as pedagogical interaction between a student and a teacher, etc.

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Analysis of the external environment

The development plan of the educational program 6В01460 Fundamentals of Law and Economics is carried out in accordance with the Strategic Development Plan of Pavlodar Pedagogical University and the work plans of the Department of Social and Humanitarian Disciplines serving OP 6B01460 Fundamentals of Law and Economics. When forming the goals of the educational program, the changing conditions of the external and internal socio-political environment, legal reforms and changes in the regulatory and legal framework of Kazakhstan in the field of education are taken into account:

1) Decree of the President of the Republic of Kazakhstan dated December 7, 2010 "On approval of the State Program for the Development of Education of the Republic of Kazakhstan for 2011-2020";

2) Decree of the President of the Republic of Kazakhstan dated August 24, 2009 "On the Concept of Legal Policy of the Republic of Kazakhstan for the Period from 2010 to 2020";

3) State program for the development of education and science of the Republic of Kazakhstan for 2020-2025;

4) State program of informatization of the education system;

5) Strategic plan for the development of education in the Republic of Kazakhstan for 2014-2020;

6) Plan of the nation - "100 steps to implement five institutional reforms" N. Nazarbayev.

Analysis of the internal environment

OP 6B01460 Fundamentals of Law and Economics, level - bachelor's degree, provided with all the material and technical resources necessary for successful implementation: a sufficient classroom fund, specialized rooms, the required number of computers, a testing room. Educational and methodological documents include working curricula, academic calendars, catalogs of elective disciplines, UMKD in all areas of study. The content of the educational program 6В01460 Fundamentals of Law and Economics provides the breadth of training of specialists in accordance with the name of the program and the necessary depth of training in the field determined by the specialty. The educational program is updated annually, taking into account the needs associated with the development of international relations of Kazakhstan and its role in the system of international relations, taking into account changes in State standards (SES RK), standard curricula, regulatory documents of the Ministry of Education and Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan, as well as the needs of the market and employers. The modular educational program is discussed at a meeting of the department, to which students and employers are invited, and then approved by the Academic Council of the University. At the department, educational-methodical complexes of educational programs and educational-methodological complexes of disciplines of compulsory and elective components have been formed and are constantly being improved. UMKD is developed in accordance with the State Educational Standard of the Republic of Kazakhstan, standard and working curricula and reflect the main content of the taught discipline, which is designed to facilitate the choice of a subject and a learning path for doctoral students. All components of the UMKS and UMKD undergo an examination at the department, faculty levels, through the UMO department and are approved by the UMC of the university. The main pedagogical innovations are related to the use of interactive teaching methods. Interactive methods are based on the principles of interaction, student activity, group experience, mandatory feedback. The teachers of the department in the educational process widely use interactive methods that were taught at training seminars. Teachers have full knowledge and understanding of the specifics of the subject being taught, the necessary skills and experience for the effective transfer of knowledge to undergraduates within the educational process, scientific competence, are characterized by high pedagogical culture and morality, as well as commitment to their work, love and respect for students. When developing disciplines, the teachers of the department use their practical experience in the field of teaching legal and economic disciplines. The qualifications of the teaching staff of the department correspond to the profile of the educational program and the disciplines taught. The educational development plan 6В01460 Fundamentals of Law and Economics of the program is provided with a sufficient staff of teachers, the number of which is determined by the number of disciplines, workload standards, the contingent of students.
